Blue Ridge Photo Field Trip-Extra Credit Project
You have the opportunity to complete an extra credit project after our trip to Blue Ridge.  
Project Option #1: Create a scrapbook
· Purchase/provide a camera with a flash (disposables work fine)

· On our field trip to Blue Ridge, you are to become a photographer as you explore the site. You are to photograph interesting and important places during the field trip. Record information and write a description, and keep track of why you took the photograph. Ask another student to take a picture (with your camera) that includes you in it. This will personalize the trip even more. Keep in mind that you want to try not to shoot pictures directly into the sun.

· Have your pictures developed when we return from the trip.  These pictures will form the basis of a photo scrapbook.

· Photo albums or scrapbooks do not need to be purchased.  Students can make their own out of cardboard and construction paper or it can be done as a Power Point photo album.
· Develop your film.  Write a label and caption in a complete sentence on EACH photograph. (minimum 10 photographs)

· Organize pictures in a logical sequence in your photo scrapbook

· Other keepsakes from the trip can also be included in the scrapbook

Project Option #2
· A tri-fold brochure that you make advertising Blue Ridge for other schools

· Front panel should be an attractive advertisement for Blue Ridge

· First inside panel should answer the question “What is Blue Ridge?” in paragraph form

· Second inside panel should answer the question “ What is there to do at Blue Ridge?”  in paragraph form

· Third inside panel should address “Frequently Asked Questions” listing at least 3 FAQ’s

· Brochure should be colorful and include at least 3 real or hand drawn pictures
