Persuasive: Students will write an editorial about chosen events of the Civil War/Reconstruction.


Informational:  Students will write a letter or report or procedural writing that explains an event during World War II or write about an important person, battle, strategy, causes of the war, or its economic impact on Georgia.


Narrative: Students will write a personal or fictional story for a movie producer.


Response to Reading: Students will read different genres and will write literary reviews for the weekly Books and Art section of the newspaper.
