

The Egg Drop is a fun, educational event held on Friday, April 15th.  Students are required to make a contraption that will hold an egg and be able to protect the egg from breakage.  This is an important activity for the process of scientific thinking.    We will infer whether or not each device will protect the egg and then students will get to test their theories.  After we hypothesize, we will then have a classroom teacher take the containers to the ROOFTOP and drop them over.  We, as a class, will watch and then retrieve our personal apparatus to see which theories are true.  
We want your child’s BEST effort for this project!  It is important for your child’s learning that the idea/design/construction be done by him or her.  Success AND failure are part of the inquiry process.  This activity will count as a science grade.  No phone calls will be allowed to retrieve the project.  
We will make our hypotheses early in the day, and then the actual egg drop will take after lunch in the bus port area.  I will keep you posted as to the time and you are welcome to join us!  

** Students MAY NOT bring in a project with an egg already in the contraption!  The contraption must be made without the egg inside of it, and we will provide the eggs!   Students will add the egg to the contraption before we head out to drop them!
